THE ST. IVES COMMUNITY CHOIR ACCOUNTS 2015 REPORT

· We started 2015 with £2,739.73.

· Thanks to Jenny’s Hotel Play and your support with buying tickets we raised £800 after expenses. £500 of that was donated to The Sunrise Appeal.  

· We had 2 donations of £100 from Ocean Supplies & Burdett Wines. £50 each from the Rotary Club and Federation of Old Cornwall Societies. Also a £500 grant from The St. Ives Operatic Society. 

· £220 was donated by the family as a thank you for the choir singing at their 70th wedding anniversary. 

· We paid out £151.14 for Public Liability and Keyboard Insurances and our Website Domain Registration.

· We paid £188.66 for a Piano Stand and Banners.

· If anyone has any extra copies of music could you please let Anne have them back as the purchase and replacement of music has cost £91.55.

· Rent for the Chapel was £555. 

· £1,010.55 was paid in subscriptions.

· We donated £180 to St. Julia’s Hospice from the proceeds of the Golf Club Dinner Raffle.

· The Towednack Church Concert raised £170 which was split between St. Julia’s Hospice and Church Funds.

· The total amount we have raised this year for charities, either on our own or in conjunction with others, is over £4,000.

· The final total in the bank to start 2016 is £3,478.58.
